MODESTO, CA – The Yosemite Community College District Board released these statistics related to the 

November 27-28, 2018, strike by members of the Yosemite Faculty Association: 

 

Modesto Junior College: 

 

 About 2,600 classes are expected to be canceled over the two-day walkout 

 On Tuesday, five faculty members taught class 

 More than 18,000 students will not be able to attend their scheduled class 

 

Columbia College: 

 

 154 classes are expected to be canceled over the two-day walkout  

 84 classes are expected to continue as scheduled, with another 23 to be determined 

 More than 2,000 students will not be able to attend their scheduled class
